street. It has been one of the happiest years of my life and  it 
has been a real Joy and a delight getting to know you all. 
  I thought that it would be good to give you an insight into 
my work over the past  this past year. 
 I am currently working 2 days per week in Coylton and 2 
days in Drongan and Rankinston.  This is working out well.  
I believe that its important that I  have a visible presence,  to  
get to know  folk beyond the Congregation.  The old maxim 
ñOne foot in the Pulpit and the other  in the Parishò  is 
important to me.   
  I believe that it is important to get to know the Children in 
the village,  assemblies have  been arranged once a Month at 
Coylton Primary, Drongan Primary and  Littlemill.  And 
these have gone very well,  I have been made very welcome.  
I  have really enjoyed going into classes and getting to know 
the Children . 
  I have been visiting Ayr Hospital weekly,  the Biggart  
every 2 weeks and  Crosshouse when necessary. There is 
usually around 20 folk in Ayr hospital each week and so it is 
difficult  to visit everyone. 
  I have arranged services Monthly at both John Hodge Court 
and Rowantree Court and I am visiting residents.  These 
services have been well attended. 
  I have  put together a Pastoral Care list for the housebound 
and those in nursing homes and I have  started visiting, and I 
have received a very warm welcome everywhere I have 



visited. 
  I have visited the organisations and recently I was the 
speaker at the Girls Brigade day.  
 Worship is developing well. I have particularly  enjoyed 
the family services and the involvement of the children.  
  Another wonderful  development has been the arrival of 
Caroline Priestly, her enthusiasm is infections.  She has 
started Bible studies in Coylton and Drongan, she helps 
with the Girls Brigade and  the  Crusaders at Coylton and 
the Scripture Union Group and the Six Oôclock Group in 
Drongan.  
  One of the sad parts of my Ministry is funerals and sadly 
the village has had  more than its fair share over this past 
year with many terrible tragedies. Sadly,  because of the 
high number of funerals there are many things I have 
wanted to do but I have not been able to do because of time 
constraints, however, I am praying that this year will be a 
little easier.  
  Susan and the girls Love it here and I know that Susan 
enjoys attending Worship at Drongan and the Makkers  on 
a Tuesday and Rebecca enjoys the 6 Oôclock Group. 
  There is so much for us to give thanks to God for.  As the 
psalmist wrote, ñHow can I repay him for his goodness to 
me (Psalm 116 v 12.) 



   All in all it has been a good year.  I feel that I have settled 
well into my new Charge, I am very happy here and  I feel 
very privileged to be called to be your Minister. I look 
forward, God willing,  to a long and happy Ministry here.
